CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left back pain, left leg pain, and followup after procedure.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has intense pain in the low back especially on the left side and the pain level is 8 or 9 and he had recent spinal surgery. The patient is on medication postop. Still he has unbearable pain and the pain sometimes troubled to the left leg. There is no tingling. The patient has followup appointment with surgeon and the patient is advised to increase the pain medications and do complete bed rest.
The patient stated that he is not able to do any of his daily chores. He is going to the started on physical therapy and rehabilitation.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, chills, headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or open wounds.
ALLERGIES: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of constipation and he is on Colace 100 mg once a day as needed.

Recently the patient has undergone spine surgery.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse and the patient is off the work due to back pain.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and it improved after resting.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals intense tenderness in the left lower spine and surgical incision is healing well. There is no redness or discharge. The patient is able to ambulate with a walker and slow pace.
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
