CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of lightheadedness, left‑sided head numbness, facial numbness on the left side, neck pain, and loss of sleep.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that a week ago the patient got up in the morning with lightheadedness and she lay down for couple of hours it was less and after that the patient noticed numbness on the left side of the head and the face. The patient was able to speak and she did not have any choking sensation.
The patient also complained of neck pain, which was both sides and the pain level was 5 or 6 and it is relieved after resting.

Due to this condition the patient did not have good sleep and she does not snore.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, skin rashes, or depression.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on simvastatin 5 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on lisinopril 5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 1000 units everyday.

ALLERGIES: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Not significant.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her son and she is a nurse. She has not worked for last two days due to this condition. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. Otherwise, she is very active.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: There is no tenderness and she does not have any trauma. Eyes are unremarkable without any nystagmus and tympanic membranes are intact.

NECK: Supple without any carotid bruits, lymph node enlargement, or thyroid enlargement.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to walk, but slow gait and Romberg test is negative.
Musculoskeletal examination is unremarkable except she has minimal tenderness of the soft tissues of the cervical spine and range of movement is slightly painful.

PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
