CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for anxiety disorder and transient alteration of awareness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has few episodes of anxiety disorder and he was on sertraline 25 mg for last three months and he ran out of it two weeks ago.
The patient is also seen by neurologist on regular basis regarding his transient alteration of awareness.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, loss of balance, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, or depression.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema and there is no focal weakness.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears under stress but has normal affect.
