PATIENT NAME: Zaragoza, Jose

DATE OF SERVICE: 09/30/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had candida balanitis and he thought it was from Eliquis. The patient was given Eliquis by Dr. Angirekula for atrial fibrillation. Later on, the patient told Dr. Angirekula that he cannot afford Eliquis and Dr. Angirekula has now started him on warfarin 5 mg daily. The patient is going to have prothrombin time once a week as outpatient at Medical Center Hospital as ordered by Dr. Angirekula and Dr. Angirekula will adjust the dose.

PLAN: We told the patient that candida balanitis is not from Eliquis but it is from Jardiance part in Synjardy. The patient has candida balanitis for about two months. We will discontinue Synjardy XR and in place of that we ordered metformin ER 500 mg one tablet two times a day. The patient will monitor blood sugars at home. He will continue other medicines. He was started on Lotrimin or clotrimazole cream apply locally two times a day. We could not give Diflucan because of the drug interaction with warfarin. The patient will be seen again in three months. He will call us if his blood sugars are out of control.
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
