PATIENT NAME: Benton, Glenn
DATE OF SERVICE: 10/03/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came with his grandson. The patient has Alzheimer’s disease and he has not been eating well. He has lost about 22 pound weight since last visit on 07/05/2022. The patient did not keep previous appointment of 09/29/2022. The patient’s grandson took him to Signature Care several times. Signature Care had told him to come to our office for followup, but the patient did not come until today. The patient has new dentures and they do not fit well. He states he is drinking Ensure. The patient’s son says he has been to Signature Care Hospital nine times since 05/11/2022 after he was in car accident. The patient has not been eating and he has a weight loss. The patient’s family wants physical therapy as outpatient. 
PLAN: Family also wants provider services and we will give number for provider services. The patient is losing weight. We are going to discontinue venlafaxine. In place of venlafaxine, we started him on mirtazapine 50 mg half or one at bedtime for appetite, depression, and sleep. He will initially take half tablet daily. The patient had MRI of her brain done in July 2022 and it shows cerebral atrophy. There was no intracranial injury. Lisinopril will be decreased to lisinopril 10 mg at bedtime. Prescription is given for physical therapy as outpatient for the diagnosis of osteoarthritis and difficulty in walking. The patient is able to walk now and he does not need a cane, but he feels unsteady. CBC, CMP, lipid panel, free T4, TSH, vitamin B12 level, vitamin D, PSA, chest x-ray and CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis without contrast will be scheduled at Medical Center Hospital because of weight loss. The patient will be seen again in two weeks.
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
