PATIENT NAME: Tippin, Patsy
DATE OF SERVICE: 10/03/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of fatigue for the last few weeks. She states she is unable to get out of tub last week. She had to call EMS. She wants nystatin powder and cream. She also thinks she has possible urinary tract infection. She wants a batch to transfer herself. 
PLAN: Bactrim DS one tablet twice a day is ordered for seven days and she will start it after she give urine sample at Permian General Hospital. Free T4, TSH, urinalysis, and urine culture are ordered. She had a blood test done recently, but it did not have free T4 and TSH. Her CBC, CMP, and lipid panel done few days ago were normal. Report of her DEXA bone density was given and the patient had osteopenia. She does not want to take calcium because it causes constipation. She is taking vitamin D and Norco. Prescription was sent to the pharmacy. Nystatin cream and nystatin were ordered for candida dermatitis in the skin folds. 
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
