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AUDIO-VIDEO VISIT

History: Ms. Hedderman is an elderly white female with long-standing hypertension, with dizziness, with multiple surgeries over different parts of her body that included foot surgery and back surgery and she called today stating she wanted to make a telehealth visit with me. An audio-video visit was done with phone number 979-574-6795. During my visit, I got to talk to the patient as well as the patient’s husband. The patient states she woke up this morning and she knew she had wet her bed with urine. She had lot of burning sensation and frequency of urination and she feels she will definitely need antibiotics. She states she has had urinary tract infection before. Review of my chart reveals the patient was seen for a UTI in January 2022 and was given Keflex with improvement. The patient did not seem to be in any acute distress. She was not running fever, but she has some dysuria and frequency and burning and we discussed the antibiotics she could take or what she was allergic to. She states she is allergic to sulfa and she states “ciprofloxacin” does not work for her bladder infections. I asked her if Macrobid works for her and she feels Macrobid works. I told her does Keflex work and she states Keflex also works with her. So, I am going to call in at Walmart in College Station as per patient’s request cephalexin 500 mg one by mouth twice a day for 10 days. The patient will pick up over-the-counter Azo; advised it will color the urine orange. The patient will contact me again Monday if her infection is not resolved. She is still advised to go to the ER if there is any change in her condition of fever or increased pain or no response to antibiotics.
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
