1. JY, 12-year-old young man with fever, ear pain, runny nose, and congestion, diagnosed with otitis media, treated with Bactrim DS. Mother was happy with the care.

2. MS, 21-year-old young lady presents with seizures after consuming mushroom bars. The patient’s urinalysis was negative except for THC, hCG was negative. The patient is doing well. She was very happy with the nurses, but she states Dr. Wagner only stopped one time, never came back to give me my results. She is doing well now.

3. JM, 13-month-old baby with the rash all over, diagnosed with RSV, treated with cefdinir and steroids. Mother was happy with the care. The child is slowly getting better, still with a lot of cough. They are going to see their PCP tomorrow.

4. MJ, 31-year-old young lady with a right foot big toe burn. Treated with Silvadene and Keflex, which is appropriate and tetanus was addressed. The patient did not answer the phone, left message.

5. AG, 19-year-old young lady with dizziness, headache, and 11 weeks pregnant. CBC negative. Chemistry negative. Tilt test negative. Vital signs stable. No treatment except for hydration given. The patient did not answer the phone, left message.

6. JS, 30-year-old young lady with abdominal pain, vomiting, and cramping. White count was 19,000. Potassium 3.0. Urinalysis positive for THC, pregnancy. CT of the abdomen and swab testing were negative. Treated with Zofran and Prilosec. Slowly getting better. She was happy with the care received. Urged the patient to see her doctor for another CBC in the next day or so.

7. SR, 4-year-old young man with upper respiratory tract infection, diagnosed with flu B. Chest x-ray negative. White count 15,000. The patient was not treated with any medication despite having fever and symptoms. Consider treating with antiviral in presence of fever and symptoms and a positive flu B.
8. WI, 79-year-old woman with a 4 to 5 cm laceration right leg. Area was anesthetized, cleansed and closed. No issues. Left message for the patient to call back. Tetanus was addressed.
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
