HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 57-year-old gentleman, airplane mechanic for 37 years, just moved here from Southeastern Friendswood to here in Cleveland, Texas.

He has extensive history of PVD; he has four stents in the left leg and one in the right leg.

He started having hematuria when he was driving on his tractor and subsequently has had slight fever, some prostate pain, some low back pain. No hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure, or convulsion.
He is scheduled for another surgery on his leg because of PVD. This time, they are going to go from the foot instead of from the groin because of the severity of his PVD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Leg stent placement, cholecystectomy as I mentioned.
ALLERGIES: HYDROCODONE.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed one by one.

IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID immunizations up-to-date.

MAINTENANCE: Colonoscopy is up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother got Alzheimer. Father is 90-year-old, doing well.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke anymore; he used to, but he does drink from time-to-time. He is married. He has four children. He is an airplane mechanic as I mentioned.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 200 pounds; no significant change. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 88. Blood pressure 120/69.
HEENT: TMs are clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Diminished pulses in the lower extremity noted.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Hematuria.
2. Urinalysis shows blood, bacteria, nitrites.

3. Rocephin now.

4. Treat for prostatitis.
5. Cipro 500 mg b.i.d.
6. Ultrasound of the kidneys showed no cyst or mass.
7. Ultrasound of the bladder shows no evidence of bladder neck obstruction and/or distention.

8. Severe PVD in lower extremity noted.
9. Echocardiogram is within normal limits.
10. Carotid ultrasound shows carotid calcification.

11. Mild fatty liver noted.
12. Gallbladder is absent.

13. Call me tomorrow.

14. Blood work is up-to-date.

15. Not interested in blood work.

16. Tolerated Rocephin well.

17. Prescription called to Cleveland Pharmacy.

18. Will call if he has trouble urinating. I told him that sometimes he can develop blood clots in the bladder that causes bladder neck obstruction. There is no sign of it at this time.
