HEENT: Mucous membranes moist. Pupils PERL.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. No edema.

NEUROLOGIC: A&O x 4. Gait is steady.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. No lesions.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Anxiety.

He will return to the clinic at his next prescribed dose when his prescription does run out. He does agree with this plan of care.
