Dear Dr. Strom:

This is a followup for Mr. Smith with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, small kidney on the right-sided, and elevated PTH.  Last visit in April.  No hospital admission.  Feeling well.  Review of system extensively done.  No major issues status post ablation Dr. Islam, dose of amiodarone decreased to three times a week.  Good blood pressure control at home in the 120s-130s/80s.  No vomiting, diarrhea, bleeding or infection in the urine.  Stable edema, no falling episode.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Remains anticoagulated with Eliquis, amiodarone the lower dose, blood pressure on losartan, HCTZ, bisoprolol, prior Norvasc was discontinued.

Physical Examination:  Weight 348, which is actually higher than April 324, blood pressure 140/43 on the left-sided wrist area.  No localized rales or wheezes.  No consolidation or pleural effusion, appears regular, no pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen cannot precise internal organs.  Stable edema.  No cellulitis.  No respiratory distress.  No gross focal deficits.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries, no anemia.  Normal white blood cells.  Normal platelet count.  Creatinine 1.3 which is baseline.  Normal electrolyte and acid base.  Normal calcium and albumin, GFR 55 with stage III.  Normal TSH and magnesium, bilirubin is elevated and appears to be chronic 1.9.  Other liver function test is normal.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime, no progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis, or pulmonary edema.
2. Atrial fibrillation, ablation, anticoagulation, antiarrhythmics.
3. Small kidney on the right-sided.
4. Hypertension fair.
5. Secondary hyperparathyroidism.
6. Elevated bilirubin, other liver function test normal, appears to be chronic, needs to be monitored overtime.
7. Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
