CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left rib pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he pushed furniture at home three days ago and he started pain in the left lower rib and the patient did not take any medication and today the pain is 4 or 5 on the scale and he does not have any cough or fever or chills.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
Examination of the left side of the ribs reveal minimal tenderness without any skin lesions and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
