CC: Redness on bottom.
HPI: An 88-year-old who wears adult briefs but toilets is continent of bowel. Staff has noted redness and chafing of the inner gluteal area. He was seen today there was cream on his bottom able to remove and view. There is pink to redness. No vesicle formation or breakdown. The patient denied pain or discomfort.

DIAGNOSES: Perirectal skin irritation, vascular dementia advanced, DM II, bilateral knee OA, peripheral neuropathy, ankylosing spondylitis, macular degeneration, and COPD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/24.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.

DIET: Regular NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Alert male who had just finished toileting, was cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 112/57, pulse 79, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 96%.

SKIN: Pinkness the length of the perirectal area without skin breakdown. He denies pruritus.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Independently ambulatory and short spaces otherwise uses a walker. Trace LEE.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Oriented x2. He is able to give limited information.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bilateral perirectal skin irritation. Calmoseptine to be done routinely a.m. and h.s. and after each BM so the patient is to inform staff when he has to have a bowel movement. They will maybe try and work with him to see if he can remember to maybe apply it himself after BM. We will check upon that.
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
