CC: ER followup.
HPI: A 93-year-old seen at OHH ER at family’s request. The patient was diagnosed with the UTI and returned on Keflex 500 mg t.i.d. x7 days and they also made changes in her blood pressure medications. BP meds are now Cardizem 240 mg q.d. and Lasix 40 mg q.d. x3 days with resumption of the previous meds. The patient was seen in her room. She was napping comfortably and I was able to listen to her heart without her awakening.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEART: She had a regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

ABDOMEN: Her abdomen was soft with bowel sounds present.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. UTI. Antibiotics will be completed on 09/30/2022. We will do a followup UA to assure clearance of UTI.

2. HTN and history of CHF. We will follow up on BPs. I am ordering for them to be checked daily.
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
