


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Right upper back cellulitis followup.
HPI: An 86-year-old who was seen by the nurse on 09/26/22 for complaints of right shoulder pain, I was contacted, Icy Hot t.i.d. to the affected area was ordered. On examining the area, she also noticed redness of his right upper back and I was contacted. We did tele-med FaceTime. At that time, visualization was of a large, round, red area that appeared warm and, while no clear vesicle formation was present, appeared infected. So, Bactrim DS one q.12h. x1 week with warm compresses to be done t.i.d. ordered. Today, the patient is seen in followup and, on exam of the area, there is an indurated area not clearly round, but annular. It is warm. There are scattered areas where there are pustules at the surface. It is tender to palpation, but he denied clear pain and states that the warm compresses have not been occurring routinely. Palpation of the shoulder joint, the patient states that he has had less pain and gets relief with the Icy Hot.
DIAGNOSES: Right shoulder pain, chronic and intermittent, improved with topical analgesic, cellulitis right upper back, chronic back pain, and lumbar stenosis.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 09/16/22.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 09/16/22.

DIET: HHD.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and able to give information. Orientation x2.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/75, pulse 85, temperature 98.0, respirations 17.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Independently ambulatory, moves limbs to include his right shoulder. There is limitation of abduction of the right arm to about 90 degrees and crepitus.

SKIN: The patch of redness on his right upper back, warm, tender, several small scattered white pustules and definite induration.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right upper back cellulitis transitioning to early abscess formation. In addition to Bactrim, Rocephin 1 g IM q.d. x3 days ordered to begin on 09/30/22, with warm compresses t.i.d. to be done; tonight, he received warm compress at the beginning of shift and then at 9 o’clock tonight and we will follow up with the patient per tele-med.
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
