CC: Face dryness.
HPI: An 80-year-old who requested to be seen because of itching and dry patches on her face. She states she thinks she has eczema. She was seen in the lobby and awaiting a trip to Wal-Mart. Asked if she wants to wait to go back to her room, she deferred and states she was okay with being checked open in the open. Overall, she states that she is okay. She has not had any problems until this. She is not certain, but she thinks in the past, she was told that she had eczema and that is where she got her terminology.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, trigeminal neuralgia right side, HTN, GERD, peripheral neuropathy, hypothyroid, and lower extremity DVT.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 80 mg h.s., carbamazepine 100 mg b.i.d., Aricept 10 mg h.s., Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d. enalapril 10 mg q.d., Nexium 20 mg q.d., Neurontin 100 mg b.i.d., ginkgo biloba 30 mg q.d., levothyroxine 88 mcg q.d., Namenda 10 mg h.s., metoprolol 25 mg b.i.d., and B12 1000 mcg q.d.
ALLERGIES: PCN and CODEINE.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is pleasant and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/81, pulse 81, temperature 97.9, respirations 18.

HEENT: She had no skincare product on. She has patchy dryness that is flaking on her forehead along the top of her nose to the tip. She has small patch of flakiness on her right cheek and the left mandible area. Denies tenderness or pruritus. 

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Dependent ambulation. No LEE.

NEURO: Orientation x2. She speaks slowly. It is clear. She can give information, but clear short-term memory deficits.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Patchy eczema on face. Triamcinolone cream 0.1% apply to affected areas a.m. and h.s. until resolved and then p.r.n.
