CC: UA followup.
HPI: An 83-year-old who is always quite dramatic and enjoys being seen by doctor states that she just notes she has urinary tract infection. She does not feel well. Just no energy and some burning with urination. An UA was obtained on 09/22/22 and results are reviewed with her today. Overall, she is sleeping. Appetite is stable.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia with BPSD, impatience, can be demanding, and perseverates on medical issues, HTN, HLD, and osteoporosis.

MEDICATIONS: Fosamax q. week, Lipitor 20 mg h.s., BuSpar 7.5 mg q.d., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., HCTZ 25 mg q.d., Norco 5/325 mg h.s., losartan 50 mg q.d., nifedipine 30 mg q.d., Protonix 40 mg b.i.d., and Sanctura XR 60 mg q.d. 
ALLERGIES: SULFA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and awaiting to be seen.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/70, pulse 76, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and weight 157 pounds.

ABDOMEN: Soft. She acknowledges discomfort in the lower abdominal area and in examining her with speculum when she was busy talking, she did not appear uncomfortable.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulating independently. No LEE. Limbs move in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: She is alert and oriented x2. She has to reference for date and time. Clear speech. She is always engaging.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: UA review. UA positive for four organism UTI E. coli, Klebsiella pneumoniae, ureaplasma, and Actinotignum. Fortunately, all susceptible to doxycycline, so 100 mg b.i.d. x1 week ordered. Encouraged to drink water which she does not do much and related appropriate toilet wiping.
