History: Mr. McBride was seen. He has long-standing hypertension. He is a cabinetmaker. He states his wife is disabled and cannot help him much. He states he had some insurance, but the insurance did not pay anything, so he canceled his insurance. He was seen for multiple little problems. He states he was at a client’s house and he states he has worked with dogs all his life and he was petting the dog, but the dog bit him on the right fourth finger. He did not go to the ER. The dog is immunized and did not even tell the client that the dog had done that. There is about less than a centimeter open wound on the proximal surface of the right hand near the MCP joint of the right fourth finger and wound dressing done. The patient states he also has a bad tooth and he wants antibiotics; he is not allergic to penicillin, so I started him on amoxicillin. He states he will see the dentist once his abscess is better and I told him that we are not dentists, but just helping him out. The third problem is he has long-standing hypertension and he was not taking his medicines regularly. Advised of consequences and medicines refilled. He does not want any blood work at this time. So, his medicines refilled, given amoxicillin and wound care done for the dog bite and he will be seen in the office in couple of months for blood work and followup.
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
