History: This was a lengthy visit. Ms. Ramsey is a pleasant 66-year-old white female who works at Texas A&M. She has had some problem with double vision from the right eye. There was a question that the patient could have myasthenia gravis, so she ended up seeing a neurologist and a neuro-ophthalmologist and finally, it was determined that the problem she has is because of thyroid eye disease and that nothing can be done at this time. The patient’s insurance has approved Wegovy and, over 10 months, the patient has lost about 20 pounds of weight; she weighs 180 pounds now. The patient states to assist more in her weight loss, they have added Topamax. She also got something like phentermine to help lose weight and totally, she has lost only 20 pounds. Overall, she is doing well. She was given Fluzone flu shot today. She had seen Dr. Weber and she has sleep apnea and the patient is on CPAP machine now. She states the people are going to come to adjust her CPAP machine because it is little bit too tight on the back and that gives her headache. She has seen Dr. Blevins who has cut down her Tirosint dosage and I have made those changes in the chart. She is on Tirosint 100 mcg a day and Wegovy 2.4 mg injection once a week per Dr. Linda Meade, M.D. who runs a Weight & Wellness Clinic. Her other medicine is losartan 50/12.5 mg once a day. The patient was given Fluzone flu shot and she will be seen in the office in December.
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
