BREWER, ELIZABETH
Ms. Brewer is an 87-year-old woman undergoing treatment for hypothyroidism, macrocytic anemia, and myelodysplastic syndrome. The patient initially presented in 2021 with hemoglobin of 12. The patient subsequently had further workup because of hemoglobin of 12. Later on in 2022, the patient had a stroke was placed on Plavix developed anasarca, cor pulmonale secondary to pulmonary fibrosis. The patient is found to be weak, tired, also has developed on or about August 2022, has little progressive dysphagia developed GI bleed. Endoscopy showed an esophageal mass suspicious for cancer. A PEG tube was placed, which has been fed through at this time. The patient other comorbidities includes hypothyroidism, hypertension, chronic anemia related to myeloplastic disorder and pulmonary fibrosis. The patient later on dropped her hemoglobin to 8 because of not eating she has now developed protein calorie malnutrition, weight loss, become bowel and bladder incontinence given her stroke and total ADLs has developed total ADL dependency. It has been decided by family to place the patient on hospice and to allow her to die at home in dignity with the help that is required. The patient has KPS score of 40% most likely has less than six months to live given her current issues and recent stroke and is hospice appropriate.
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
