FERGUSON, OTIS
Mr. Ferguson is a 70-year-old gentleman on hospice with end-stage dementia. The patient has been evaluated for face-to-face. At this time, since last hospitalization, the patient has developed worsening agitation and sundowner syndrome. The patient also appears to be in pain at all times requiring pain medications. He also suffers from anxiety, agitation, chronic pain related to liver disease, and cirrhosis.

Since last visit, he has developed increased ascites. The patient caregiver is his wife of 12 years. The patient is not eating as much. His appetite is definitely less. He does not appear to have lost any weight because lot of that is related to his increase ascites and worsening liver failure. The patient is total ADL dependent, bowel or bladder incontinent increase confusion both related to dementia and hepatic encephalopathy. The patient remains hospice appropriate at this time. Given his worsening condition and his comorbidities that was delineated above.
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
