6. RR, 4-year-old child with abdominal pain diagnosed with flu B treated with Zofran and Tamiflu are doing better. Mother was happy with the care.
7. MC, 21-year-old male with sharp pain in the left side of the genital area diagnosed with folliculitis with Bactrim DS looking better was happy with Dr. Mohammed, patient that I spoke to.
8. CG 53-year-old with thumb laceration. The laceration was repaired. The patient was happy with the care received no complications or issues.

9. SP, 45-year-old with chest pain. Cardiac workup negative. EKG negative. Diagnosed with anxiety. The patient did not answer the phone. I know Dr. Mohammed and I have texted him regarding always calling cardiology and documenting cardiology was called per our protocol for any chest pain.
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10. RR, 70-year-old with stitch removal of the ring finger was carried out without any problems. The patient was very happy of fact that she received timely manner.

12. JR, 22-year-old with the left knee injury. X-ray is negative received Toradol in the ER, diclofenac on outpatient basis left message for the patient. Workup is appropriate. The patient will call me back later.

13. KZ: 43-year-old with fever, body aches, chills. Blood pressure initially 143/104. Diagnosed with COVID strep given the antibiotics. Medications for COVID are really doing better. He was very happy with Dr. M.

14. JS, 12-year-old with vomiting, fever, positive flu B. Positive strep treated with antibiotics and antiviral. Mother was happy with the care already doing better.
15. LM, 31-year-old with chest pain three months. Cardiac workup was negative. Urine toxicity screen negative. H.; Pylori positive. EKG and chest x-ray negative. The patient was treated for H. Pylori. The number left in the ER was a bad number.
16. OD, 60-year-old woman with low back pain, leg pain, lab urinalysis okay. No x-rays were done, but was sent home with naproxen. If she is still having pain, she is going to see her primary care doctor. The patient was happy with the care received.
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
