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This is the second batch that was put out by the medical records.

1. BI, 21-year-old seen with cut on left hand few days ago now with infection. Tetanus given. Started on Bactrim DS, Rocephin in emergency room. Sent home with clindamycin, Bactrim DS. He was asked to come back for followup. The patient was happy with care received.
2. VF, 33-year-old man, with painful porcelain cyst. I&D carried out treated with back Norco and Septra DS. Left message for the patient to call back.
3. MV, 18-year-old young lady passed out and has hit her head. Diagnosed with near syncope. Lab work was okay. No CT was done though. Maybe MD felt like the patient did not hit her head. Nevertheless, the patient was sent home with syncope episodes. The patient family states that everything went well they just had to wait too long in the emergency room.
4. SC, 36-year-old male with legs going numb. CT scan was negative. Treated with prednisone, Norco, UDF did show amphetamine. Dr. Wagner did not discuss with the patient or if he did he did not document. The patient was happy with the care received.
5. CJ, 14-year-old with injury to the head and foot at school. CT of the head and spine negative. Tox screen negative. Sent home with anti-inflammatory. Family was happy with the care.
6. LH, 41-year-old female with abdominal pain right side. CBC and CMP negative. CT showed kidney stones 2 mm non-obstructing. No instruction was given. No medications were given at the time of discharge. The patient did not answer the phone.
7. TB, 62-year-old woman with right toe pain. The patient’s *__________* toe and had an avulsion. Avulsion of the toenail, which was totally removed by Dr. Wagner without any complaints. The patient states that the treatment was very painful, but she was happy with the care received. No antibiotics were given.
8. DJ, 6-month-old baby with dog bite to the face. Police was called. Only contusions were noted. No laceration. No antibiotics were given. The patient’s family was happy with the care except wait was too long.
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9. JL, 5-year-old male seen with fever. Swab tests were negative. Temperature was reported at 104. The only thing that was not done was urinalysis. The patient was sent home with viral syndrome. Family states he is still feeling sick. They are going to see their PCP tomorrow.

10. RS, 50-year-old with migraine headache, vomiting, was given Nubain, Zofran, and Phenergan with  good results. Headache resolved. No CT scan was done. The patient was happy with the care received.
11. JS, 23-year-old male with diarrhea, shortness of breath, cold, and shaking. White count was 15,000. Potassium was 3.3. Chest x-ray negative. CT showed colitis, was sent home with Cipro and Bactrim, which is an unusual combination for colitis. The patient did not answer the phone. Left a message for the patient to call back.

12. JP, 3-month-old with crying and fussy not sleeping and vomiting. Dr. Wagner examined the patient. Called the Well-Baby Check and changed the formula to Similac sensitive. Sent the patient home. Family did not leave the phone number in the emergency room.

13. NM, 7-year-old with ear pain diagnosed with otitis media. Given Amoxil. No other testings were done. The family was happy with the care. He is still having some pain, but better.

14. JM, 12-year-old with sore throat, headache, body aches treated for strep. Positive swab test for strep and treated with Amoxil. Sent home. Left message for family to call me back.

15. JD, 29-year-old with shortness of breath, runny nose, cough left without being seen. The patient answered the phone, but did not want to talk about the visit and hung up the phone.

16. GP, 16-year-old being with *__________* personal injury was diagnosed with depression, anxiety. UDS was done. Lab work was done and Tri-County was called and followed their instructions. The phone number does not take messages. No one answered the phone.

17. JJ, 6-year-old with runny nose, fever, and congestion. Chest x-ray negative. Swab test negative. Treated with neb treatments at home and called viral syndrome. The patient’s family was happy with the care.

18. CS, 37-year-old with possible MVA. X-rays were negative of the elbow. The patient did not stay for the results. Left against medical advised when sheriff was called regarding being involved in an MVA. The patient did not answer the phone.
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19. LG, 49-year-old woman with chest pain with inspiration and breathing. No CT of the chest was done. Chest x-ray was negative. EKG and CPK troponin x1 were negative. They were not repeated and cardiology was now called. The patient has very extensive past medical history of coronary artery disease and has their own cardiologist. Supposed to see a cardiologist next week and I think cardiology should have been called.
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
