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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 83-year-old Hispanic male that we have been following in the clinic because of the presence of primary hyperparathyroidism. The patient has been without Sensipar for about 10 days. In the laboratory workup, the patient has serum calcium that is 10.7 with a PTH that is 103. The serum phosphorus is 2.9 and uric acid 6.6. The patient was encouraged to take the medication. Prescription was sent to the pharmacy 90 days with three refills to take one tablet p.o. daily.

2. Diabetes mellitus that has been under control. Hemoglobin A1c is 6.7. The body weight has remained the same.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure is 159/80.

4. The patient has a chronic kidney disease that is stage IIIA/AII that has been stable. We are going to continue the current management and we are going to reevaluate him in six months with laboratory workup.

We spent 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in the physical examination and interview and disposition 18 minutes and documentation 6 minutes.
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
