ASSESSMENT / Plan:

1. Idiopathic neuropathy. The patient reports some unrelieved pain despite taking the prescribed dose of gabapentin. We increased the gabapentin from 100 mg daily to 300 mg daily. The patient also requests prescription for Lyrica because he never received the one from the VA. We did not prescribe the Lyrica since it was already prescribed by a different provider per Federal Laws. We discussed with the patient the benefits of considering marijuana treatments for the pain, anxiety and insomnia and we recommended followup with either Dr. Bassetti or Dr. Palosky for further evaluation for marijuana treatment. The patient will call your office to set up an appointment.

2. Degenerative joint disease status post surgery in the past. The patient is currently taking short-term hydrocodone for the pain and is requesting either prescription or oxycodone or refill for the hydrocodone. We discussed consultation with pain management; however, the patient declined. Again, we recommend followup with another provider for management or initiation of marijuana treatments for the pain.

3. Oral soreness. The patient is still having pain in the gums and, as per our recommendations at the last visit, did not start the Rena-Vite multivitamins as recommended nor did he take the vitamin B 1 g daily. We recommended that he take the Rena-Vite two tablets daily for a month and one tablet daily thereafter.

4. Seizures. We sent a referral to Dr. Ramkissoon, neurologist a few months ago; however, the patient did not go to the appointment. He denies any recent episodes of seizures.

5. Anxiety, stable on alprazolam. We will reevaluate this case in one month.
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
