PAST HISTORY / ILLNESSES: Diabetes mellitus type II, hypertension, obesity, mild cerebrovascular accident in June 2021 when he was at Florida and he had weakness of the right side of the body and he could not speak. He has improved. 

PREVIOUS SURGERIES: Appendectomy.

MEDICATIONS: Metformin 1000 mg twice a day, aspirin 81 mg daily.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking – denies. Alcohol – denies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Grandmother had diabetes mellitus type II and hypertension. Mother had heart problem. Father had colon cancer and prostate cancer.
PLAN: The patient will come for fasting blood test. Metformin will be changed to metformin ER 500 mg, four tablets daily and we will adjust medications depending on hemoglobin A1c level. We will also start him on valsartan 80 mg daily and atorvastatin 20 mg daily. After we get results of the blood test, we will make changes in his treatment if his cholesterol is quite high. The patient will be seen again in three months.
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
