PATIENT NAME: Hignojos, Albert
DATE OF SERVICE: 10/04/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient is not taking his medicines regularly. He had a bottle which he bought in February 2022. The patient forgets to take his medicines. His blood sugar was 162 before breakfast two days ago.

PLAN: The patient will discontinue Zetia and glipizide as he is not taking them. He will continue atorvastatin for high cholesterol. He will monitor blood sugars. In place of glimepiride, we started him on Ozempic 0.25 mg every week for four weeks and after that 0.5 mg every week. He will continue Synjardy. The patient will be seen again in two months and a blood test will be done at that time. He is advised to call us with blood sugars and we will adjust dose of insulin.
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
