PATIENT NAME: Renteria, Ysmael

DATE OF SERVICE: 10/05/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient developed difficulty in walking and pain in both legs in August 2022. His wife works at Dr. Chapel’s office and Dr. Chapel sent him for physical therapy. The patient had pain initially in the left leg and later on right leg. He gives history of back pain and he had been to chiropractor in the past. The patient stopped all the medicines except losartan and Glyxambi since August as we thought that medicines were causing his pain in the legs. The patient had body ache also. He complains of allergies also.

PLAN: Flonase nose spray is ordered for allergies. Celebrex 200 mg daily started for backache, which could be from lumbar disc disease. Prednisone 20 mg twice a day is ordered for 10 days for inflammation. The patient went for physical therapy one or two times and then he did not go because it was expensive. The patient is advised not to take rosuvastatin, but he needs to restart other medications for hypertension because his blood pressure is 159/102 today. X-ray of left hip, right hip, and lumbar spine are ordered. He complains of pain in both hips. The patient will have a blood test today. He will be seen again on October 18, 2022 at 9:20 a.m.
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
