Dear Cassandra:

Thank you for this referral and thank you for your continued support.

Your patient Mr. Domingo comes here today. He is 62-year-old male Hispanic. He does not smoke and drinks socially. He is allergic to Bactrim. He said he had a rash.

SYMPTOMS: His main symptoms are he is mostly feeling weak and runs out of energy. He is a landscaper and he said he has to do lot of work outside and he is not able to do it like before.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has been fairly healthy. He denied any major medical issues. He did have upper and lower endoscopy. Colonoscopy revealed internal hemorrhoids and upper endoscopy revealed some gastritis mild. The patient is currently on fusion, which is a prescription for morphine.

His recent lab WBC 7.3, hemoglobin 9.1, hematocrit 30.5, MCV 77.2, RDW 29.8, platelet 358, and CMP was essentially unremarkable. His creatinine was normal. His hemoglobin A1c is 7.2 and so apparently he does have diabetes and after further asking he stated he is on metformin 1000 mg daily and lisinopril 100 mg daily.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 9 inches tall, weighing 188 pounds, and blood pressure 136/68.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph nodes negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft and obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Iron deficiency anemia could be from GERD and could be from hemorrhoids.

2. Diabetes.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I advised him to continue fusion once daily. I drew the blood to check his current CBC since he has been taking fusion for two weeks and we will see what kind of results is getting. If he does not show any improvement I suggested he gets intravenous iron, which he is open to.
