This is a 58-year-old gentleman moved here from New York, diagnosed with prostate cancer in 2008. At that time, he had right pelvic bone disease involving acetabulum and regional lymph nodes. He underwent six cycles of Taxotere and then he was involved in a clinical trial of Eligard/Zytiga/PrEP/Olaparib. The patient continues to have progression of his disease. He failed the clinical trial. He then developed liver lesions x4 sites. Currently, the patient has prostate cancer stage IV-B with metastatic liver disease, lymph nodes and bone involvement. Since he has been in Texas, he has had further chemotherapy for his aggressive treatment. His recent MRI showed worsening of his cancer and it was obvious that the patient was failing. His alkaline phosphatase has jumped up to 713. He is not eating. He has lost 15 pounds. He is quite weak. He is in severe pain. He is bed bound, bowel and bladder incontinent, and total ADL dependent. The patient and family have now decided with the recent PSA of 65 and a CT scan on 09/20/22 revealing a massive progression of his disease involving left portal vein and partial occlusion of the right. It is the time for the patient to consider hospice. The patient and family have now decided to proceed with hospice. A chemo and radiation therapy will be discontinued at this time. The patient will be kept comfortable. Given his aggressive cancer and CT changes, the patient most likely has less than six months to live. His KPS score is 40% at this time.
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
