She denies any palpitations.  She denies any complaints of any nausea and no vomiting.  She denies any diarrhea.  No fever or chills.  No other complaints.  She wants to be independent and wants to be ambulatory.  Overall otherwise has been feeling well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for dementia, history of breast cancer, history of degenerative joint disease, history of bowel obstruction, and anxiety.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Significant for bilateral total knee arthroplasty, history of left humerus surgery, history of mastectomy and right total hip arthroplasty.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking none.  Alcohol none.

ALLERGIES: Sulfa.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and as documented in EHR.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Cardiovascular: No complaints of chest pain.  Denies any heaviness or pressure sensation.  Denies any palpitations.  No history of MI or coronary artery disease.  Respiratory: Denies any cough.  Denies any shortness of breath. Denies any pain with deep inspiration.  No history of asthma or emphysema.  Gastrointestinal:  No complaints of abdominal pain.  Denies any nausea.  No vomiting.  Denies any diarrhea.  No history of peptic ulcer disease.  Genitourinary: No complaints.  Neurological: Denies any history of TIA or CVA.  She does have history of early dementia.  Musculoskeletal: She does have history of arthritis.  She complains of joint pain and history of back pain, history of fall.
