Dear Mr. Bush:

This is a followup for Mrs. Sharp with abnormal kidney function.  Last visit in July.  Comes in person.  No hospital admission.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  Denies claudication symptoms or discolor of the toes, unfortunately still smoking eight cigarettes per day, underlying COPD, chronic cough.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Uses inhalers.  No oxygen.  Denies orthopnea or PND.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, lightheadedness or syncope.  Her voice remains relatively hoarse, but no change from baseline.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight the metoprolol, HCTZ, for problems with the bladder spasms started on pyridostigmine.  Denies side effects of dry mouth or inability to empty bladder.  The cramps have resolved.  Other review of system is negative.

Physical Examination:  Weight 124, blood pressure 136/73, COPD abnormalities, anterior wheezes distant posteriorly.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  No gross arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No palpable neck lymph nodes.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries in September, creatinine 1.3, previously 1.6, GFR 49 stage III.  Normal nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, and low potassium.  Normal sodium and acid base.  Normal hemoglobin, white blood cell and high platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, no evidence of progression and not symptomatic.
2. Hypertension on treatment.
3. Low potassium probably from HCTZ.  We discussed about potassium replacement.  She would like to try diet first, recheck electrolytes in few days.
4. Smoker COPD findings.
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5. Bipolar disorder never exposed to lithium.
6. Gastroparesis and irritable bowel syndrome, followed by gastroenterology with new medications.
7. Kidney ultrasound normal size without obstruction and no reported urinary retention.  We will follow overtime.
All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
