Again, thank you for this referral.

This 71-year-old male comes today. He had some shoulder pain when seen on September 29th, however, that pain has significantly improved. However, his hemoglobin has been running low. His hemoglobin was 8.5 in July at that time Procrit was discussed. In February 2022, his hemoglobin was 8.8 and hematocrit was 29.8. The patient also has a bone marrow test, which was done when he was in McKinney Hospital for COVID pneumonia and bone marrow did show significantly increased infiltration with plasma cells suggesting multiple myeloma. So, initially patient was seen for diagnosis of multiple myeloma in January 2022 at that point further workup revealed that his immunoprotein electrophoresis was borderline elevated so it was concluded that patient has smoldering plasma cell disorder and that a close observation might suffice. However, he has history of chronic renal failure. He is on peritoneal dialysis he does it daily at home and in part he used to get Procrit shots three times weekly. However, he says he did not have any shot in last three years. His recent hemoglobin was again low at 10, hematocrit was 32, BUN was 56, and creatinine was 11.9. His GFR was very low at 4 so at that time it was discussed that patient will benefit from Procrit or Retacrit. He is now willing to try so we will request preauthorization of Retacrit and once available we could go ahead and get it at least once every other week.

Today, he is here again he reports no shoulder pain

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Weight 173 pounds, blood pressure 101/56, and O2 saturation 88.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia.

2. Chronic kidney disease. The patient on dialysis.

3. Smoldering multiple myeloma.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and request preauthorization of Retacrit 40,000 units once weekly and then we will start with every other week Procrit shot.
