History: Mr. Ramsey was seen today. He has:

1. Rheumatoid arthritis.

2. Hypertension.

3. Diabetes mellitus.

He is on Ozempic injections. The patient has a FreeStyle Libre 2 CGM that he uses every two weeks. I did a complete review of the blood sugars and advised him to continue the same dose. The second thing is he states he is doing good as far as his right knee replacement is concerned, but still has pain. He is not immediately thinking of doing the left one yet. He was given the flu shot. He states he wanted some antiinflammatory. We discussed the side effects of antiinflammatory; renal damage as number one, but knowingly he has rheumatoid arthritis, he is on methotrexate and wants some antiinflammatory. It is reasonable that he can use antiinflammatory. I have explained how to use them to use just once a week or take one tablet if it helps him. If he does not have pain for three days, he should not take anymore and he understands that. He states he has another brother who is younger than him and he is going to be on dialysis because he used too much of nonsteroidal antiinflammatory. I told him that is why we need the blood work to be sure his kidneys stay good. I had given him a lab work in June 2022, but the patient has still not gotten it done, so I am planning to get the blood work done again and then we will proceed from there. So, multiple issues handled at this visit.
