This is a 38-year-old single woman who is at a group home currently has one child. The patient was noted to have a left breast mass that has been biopsied and worked up at this time. The patient also suffers from schizophrenia and seizure disorder.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Suicidal attempt causing RDS and severe pain, history of anxiety, history of schizophrenia, history of breast mass being worked up at this time.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy, ear surgery, gallbladder surgery, and gum surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Seroquel 200 mg twice a day and 400 mg at nighttime, Keppra 1000 mg twice a day, Neurontin 800 mg t.i.d, Norco 10/325 mg one every four to six tablets.

ALLERGIES: AZITHROMYCIN, RISPERDAL and HALDOL.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of bladder cancer. Father is alive. The patient also states that she was adopted.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She does smoke. She does not drink alcohol. She is single. She is 38 years old as I mentioned has one child. She is considered disabled. .Never has held a job.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: She is concerned and depressed about the left breast mass. She has been worked up at this time. She has had some weight loss about 10 pounds in the past month. She has not been eating very much. She has been feeling weak and fatigued. She has had no chest pain, shortness of breath, hematemesis, hematochezia, or seizure convulsion. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/60, pulse 85, respirations 18 and afebrile. Heart: Positive S1 and S2. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Soft. Skin: Shows no rash. The patient does appear to have muscle wasting. The left breast shows 11 o’clock 2 cm mass.

ASSESSMENT: 

1. Schizophrenia.

2. Breast mass.
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3. The patient is undergoing workup. Apparently, the patient did have biopsy done. She was told she has breast cancer and she is being evaluated for possible lumpectomy, radiation and/or protocol treatment at this time.

4. We will hold off any kind of long term decision regarding her breast cancer to find out what the staging shows and what the oncologist decides to do as far as treatment is concerned for this woman.
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
