I was asked to see Mr. Thomas regarding a nonfunctioning PEG tube, which has been replaced with a Foley catheter.

A new PEG tube was ordered. MIC PEG tube which requires insertion by bedside.

After the areas was cleansed. Verbal consent was obtained. The patient’s balloon was checked with 6 cc of distal water. MIC PEG tube was placed in the stomach position was checked both by aspiration of gastric content and bubble testing. The patient tolerated the procedure well. Also went over the type of PEG tube that he has been inserted, the tubing for the PEG tube, and discussed his care with Gloria hospice nurse regarding checking the balloon on a weekly basis and further instructing the patient regarding the use of PEG tube. The patient is currently in hospice with malignant neoplasm of the esophagus, atrial fibrillation, chronic hepatitis C, and COPD. The patient weighs most likely less than 70 pounds and is bedbound. He lives with his wife at this time.
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
