OFILIA, GONZALES
This is a 97-year-old woman who has been recertified for hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia. She is 97 years old as I mentioned. She is bed-bound. She is nonverbal most of the time. Alzheimer’s has affected her memory and cognitive abilities in a most agreed this way. She also has lost 10 pounds since last certification. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She also has suffered a rather large blood clot in the right leg from the lower thigh to the groin region most likely related to DVT since she has colon mass and is at a high risk of developing blood clots. The patient lives with her granddaughter Jennifer. The patient requires total ADL assist. She also requires pain medication around the clock. She is eating very little. Appetite is down about 5 to 10% of meals with associated weight loss. KPS score is 40% and requires assistance with feeding. Hospice is able to provide the patient with a round-the-clock pain medication and educate the patient and family regarding end-of-life care. The patient remains hospice appropriate at this time. Most likely has less than six months to live.
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
