STEGALL, PATSY
Patsy is a 79-year-old woman with history of dementia associated with Lewy body. The patient has much decline in her thinking. She continues to have hallucination and frequent fall and now is bed-bound, confusion, agitation at times, behavioral issue, sundowner syndrome, bowel and bladder incontinence, and ADL dependence. KPS score has dropped from 50 to 40%. The patient lives in a Life of Montgomery Facility where she requires total care as was described. The patient is no longer able to walk because of frequent falls and is bedbound. The patient has lost weight 7.5 pounds since last certification. She is eating very little about 10% at this time. The patient remains hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live given her advanced Alzheimer’s dementia with evidence of Lewy body dementia related to Lewy body within the cerebellar and cerebral cortex.
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
