CHIEF COMPLAINT: “I think I feel a lump in my left testicle.”
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 32-year-old gentleman, married, faithful to his wife, a welder and has children, comes in today complaining of discomfort/lump in the left testicle. No issues with testicular cancer or problems in the past.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: ROCEPHIN.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 201 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 64. Blood pressure 136/69.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.
GENITAL: I do not feel a mass on the testicle. There is some tenderness over the epididymitis.
Ultrasound of the testicle also reveals NO MASSES. There is hyperemia and hypervascularity of the left epididymis.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. No evidence of testicular mass.

2. We will treat for epididymitis with doxycycline 100 mg twice a day.

3. Come back in two weeks for repeat ultrasound to make sure there is nothing that is hidden or nothing that was missed. This was done because the patient is very, very concerned about testicular cancer. He has driven himself mad by reading hours and hours on the Internet regarding testicular cancer and, for the peace of mind, this will be repeated for the patient in two weeks.
