The patient presents with history of fatigue, loss of smell, and fever for the past three days, up to 103 yesterday with associated dizziness and sore throat.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of asthma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Has had tonsillectomy.

ALLERGIES: The patient has allergies to AMOXICILLIN.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient appears in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharynx inflamed without exudates. Neck: 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rash or discoloration. Neurological: Within normal limits.

The patient had strep, flu and COVID testing all performed with positive screen for type A flu.
DIAGNOSIS: Type A flu.

PLAN: The patient was given prescriptions for Z-PAK and Tamiflu. Follow up as needed.
