The patient has history of fallen at work. She is a driver at school, coming to the School District, stumbled and landed on left shoulder and left knee. She states she did drive ________ shifts, went to Texas Emergency Room about noon where she got upset by long waiting to see the doctor and getting x-ray reports ________ ER doctor, she decided not to wait. ER doctor later called back and apologized to her, sent her the results and called in medications. She states now she is having decreased pain with painful range of motion ________. She states she is having ________. She states she has decreased pain now with painful range of motion to the ________ right shoulder and pain with weightbearing on her ________ right knee.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Allergies with recurrent hives for the past 10-11 years with unknown cause.
SOCIAL / FAMILY HISTORY: She states she lives in Alaska.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Noted to be painful range of motion of the left shoulder, with limited abduction left knee, with slight infrapatellar tenderness, with painful range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient had x-rays that were taken at the hospital of left shoulder, showed suboptimal external rotation and some degenerative changes, otherwise negative. X-rays of her left knee revealed mild tricompartmental osteoarthritis with trace joint effusion.
The patient was given a prescription for meloxicam 15 mg to take one daily. Follow up in one week.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Injury of left shoulder and left knee from fall.
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
