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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:

Neurological evaluation with history of “familial tremor”.

Dear Thomas & Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Celena Gray for neurological evaluation.

As you may remember, she has a mildly complex clinical history with the development of bradycardia apparently requiring pacemaker placement for which she is now stable.

She gives a history suggesting a prolonged grief disorder.

She has a history of possible underlying depression.

She also has history of a possible ulnar neuropathy in the left upper extremity following her pacemaker placement.

Her clinical history, review of her laboratory studies and her clinical examination today suggest risk factors for hypothyroidism with delayed reflex changes on her neurological exam.

There was slight physiologic tremor present at rest, but resolving with movement and no evidence of intention tremor.

In consideration for her presentation, diagnostic history and need for evaluation, we are obtaining an MR brain imaging study at Enloe Medical Center under low resolution MR imaging study that should not provide any complications with her pacemaker.

I have ordered laboratory testing for further evaluation of risk factors for thyroid disease and tremor.
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We will review those studies in consideration of the National Institute of Health for Neurological Disorders Quality-of-Life Questionnaires for evaluation of a cognitive impairment for which she is taking Aricept.

For the time being, she may remain on her primidone – Mysoline medication which can be reconsidered for when she is seen for followup.

She may require ongoing treatment psychiatrically for her depression, anxiety and symptoms of PTSD.

I will see her for reevaluation possibly with the records from her previous neurological evaluation in Yuba City.

I will send a followup report then.
