NEUROLOGICAL REPORT

CLINICAL INDICATION:

Neurological evaluation with history of cognitive decline.

Dear Dr. Baccam:

Thank you for referring Mary Liddell for neurological evaluation.

As you already know and have described, she has substantial findings of mild to moderate cognitive impairment with difficulty in task accomplishment and planning, recollection of common items and activities forcing herself to be extraordinarily careful in accomplishing her tasks.

Her neurological examination today appears to be generally within normal limits without obvious or serious pathological or primitive reflexes.

At your office, she completed the Montréal cognitive assessment (MOCA) with a total score of 24/30 showing impairments in attention – serial 7s, slight orientation and visuospatial executive function with otherwise preserved naming, language, abstractions, but was seriously reduced delayed recall.

In consideration of her history and presentation, I am ordering the high-resolution 3D neuro-quantitative brain imaging study for further diagnostic evaluation in consideration of exclusion of Alzheimer’s disease.

We will obtain a dementia laboratory testing screening studies.

I have given her the National Institute of Health of Neurological Disorders Quality-of-Life Questionnaires to complete for a more definitive review of her capacity. We are scheduling her for a home sleep study to exclude any suspected underlying obstructive sleep apnea contributing to her cognitive impairment.
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I discussed and reviewed all these things with her today and I will see her back for reevaluation results of her testing with further information and recommendations.
