Dear Dr. Ritota:

I am writing this letter a referral regarding Dr. Thomas D’Amato who has been referred to you for evaluation of severe abdominal pain status post gastric sleeve surgery with 120-pound weight loss.

This is a 51-year-old male with a past medical history of morbid obesity, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia who has been complaining of severe abdominal discomfort status post gastric sleeve for morbid obesity. After 120-pound weight loss, the patient is left a large abdominal skin fold and associated pannus composed of massive amount of adipose tissue. Because of this, he has developed severe abdominal pain due to traction on the abdominal wall as well as severe recurrent fungal dermatitis secondary to friction and moisture giving arise to invasive fungal infection in the dermis. The patient has required several courses of antifungal therapy. The patient also reports increasing amount of pain and discomfort in the back as well as bilateral flank area caused by large abdominal fat and adipose tissue.

In short, Dr. D’Amato requires abdominoplasty for reduction of the large mass of tissue subsequent to gastric sleeve surgery. Otherwise, the patient is in good health and his overall medical condition remains stable despite the above-mentioned problems.
