Dear Dr. Stowe:

Thank you for referring Ms. Fadia Bakhit for infectious disease evaluation.

As you know, this is a 44-year-old Egyptian female with history of ulcerative colitis who is currently on Entyvio for her colitis.

The patient has a history of old tuberculosis treated in Cairo, Egypt over 12 years ago. Because of her history a CAT scan of the chest was obtained, which showed some abnormalities consistent with old tuberculosis; however, there was a concern for recurrence of infection. Her TB QuantiFERON test is positive and will remain positive.

In order to expedite the diagnosis and avoid hospitalization the patient will be sent to the Hudson County Chest Clinic for TB testing. Sputums will be obtained and the results will be forwarded to your attention. The patient has been given an appointment for Wednesday 10/12/22 at 8 a.m. Case was discussed with case manager at the clinic and also discussed with the patient through an interpreter.

The patient will follow up here in the near future as well and any results will be forwarded to your attention. I have not started her on any new medications at this time.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in care of your patients.
