Ms. High is a 79-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She was diagnosed with thyroid cancer in 2016 and had a total thyroidectomy and has subsequent postoperative hypothyroidism. She has history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. She is currently on levothyroxine 100 mcg daily and half a dose on Sundays. She reports some dry skin and fatigue. Denies any changes in her hair or nails. She denies any difficulty swallowing or compressive symptoms at the thyroid.

Plan:
1. For her history of thyroid cancer, we will order a neck soft tissue ultrasound to delineate the thyroid bed and assess for any abnormalities.

2. For her hypothyroidism related to total thyroidectomy in 2016, we will check a current TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. We will recommend continuing the levothyroxine 100 mcg daily and only half a dose on Sundays.

3. We will see the patient in four to six weeks for followup to review the results of her neck soft tissue ultrasound.
