PATIENT NAME: Crawford, Reta

DATE OF SERVICE: 10/06/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was admitted at ORMC from September 26 to September 29, 2022. She was admitted with bradycardia causing hypotension. Her blood pressure was in 60s and her heart rate was in 30s and 40s and she required permanent pacemaker at ORMC by Dr. Kirit Patel. The patient was sent home. Advised to continue amlodipine and Coreg. However, her blood pressure went high at home and we have restarted Catapres patch. Today, blood pressure is high and we are going to restart olmesartan and HCTZ also.

PLAN: The patient will go back to all previous medicines except for spironolactone. The patient was advised to take salt tablets when she was discharged from ORMC and we are going to discontinue salt tablets. A salt will increase her blood pressure and her sodium level has been normal in the past. The patient will come for BMP in three or four days. She will be seen again as per previous appointment. She will have a CBC and CMP in next three to four days.
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
