HPI: A 98-year-old who has noted coughing postprandial, which is increased to be quite loud and forceful during mealtime. There is no specific food and it does not vary with liquid versus solid. Speaking to the patient, if it is distressing or if he feels like he is choking, he denies it and just seems to smile about it though it is disruptive to everyone at the table and the people in the dining room. Previous swallow study was ordered and the family was quoted a wrong number for their financial responsibility of the study and now that the actual correct number has been quoted to them, they would like to proceed with a swallow study. I am writing an order for swallow study to be done given dysphagia increased to not only food and liquid, but now medication and look forward to having that completed and see what we can do for the patient.
