Jefferson’s Garden

CC: A 60-day note.
HPI: An 88-year-old patient, followed by Valir Hospice, napping in her recliner. She did awaken and, while she was quiet, she allowed exam. The patient has advanced Alzheimer’s disease and is not able to give much information. She spends most of her day sitting up, but sleeping, occasionally come out for meals, requires assist getting there; otherwise, will eat in her room.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage Alzheimer’s dementia, CHF, atrial fibrillation, HLD, depression, allergic rhinitis, cardiac arrhythmia with pacemaker and hypothyroid.

MEDICATIONS: Almacone 20 mL q.d., Depakote 125 mg b.i.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., Vicoprofen 1 mL b.i.d., and A&D Ointment to affected areas.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Quiet and just woke up from a nap, but cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 107/71, pulse 70, temperature 98.1, respirations 16, and weight 159.2 pounds and that weight is stable from 160 pounds two months ago.

NEURO: Orientation x1. She can speak, but does so infrequently and it is random; at times, she can give yes/no answers.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is a weightbearing with assist for transfers. She has decreased neck and truncal stability in a manual wheelchair, can propel it for a short distance if she chooses.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: A 60-day note in a patient with advanced Alzheimer’s disease stable. Hospice is often in the building checking on her three to four times a week. Her pain is managed. Her weight is stable and has had no falls. Continue with care as is.
