CC: 60-day note.

HPI: An 82-year-old who was napping and I spoke to her regarding staff. DON stating that she wanted PT. The patient stated that she had no interest in it, apparently her daughter had been talked to about this and she is okay with it. I told the patient that if she spoke with her daughter they could iron out differences between her doing PT and again this was an issue that was raised by the DON.
DIAGNOSES: Chronic seasonal allergies, hypothyroid, osteoporosis, unspecified dementia stable, disordered sleep pattern, depression, and B12 deficiency.
ALLERGIES: DEMEROL.
MEDICATIONS: Fosamax q. week, Allegra 180 mg q.d., Os-Cal b.i.d., levothyroxine 25 mcg q.d., Singular q.d., guaifenesin 400 mg q.p.m., 800 mg q.a.m, KCl 20 mEq two days weekly, Zoloft 100 mg q.d., and B12 q.d.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably, was cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/81, pulse 87, temperature 98.0, O2 saturation 100% and weight 146.8 pounds.
HEENT: Conjunctivae mildly injected. She sounds nasal, but has no drainage. Denies cough and no LAD.

RESPIRATORY: Lung fields are clear with the normal effort. No wheezing, cough, or expectorant.

NEURO: Orientation x2, has to reference for date and time. Can voice her needs. Speech is clear. Affect congruent with what is going on and she can voice her needs.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Falls. The patient had a fall out on the patio and staff reports that she has been little more unstable. I do not know how true that is, but talked about PT. She does not want it, but is willing to let them evaluate her and see how it is since her daughter has already been spoken to about this.

2. Seasonal allergies. She is stable on current medications. No changes.

3. Lab review. CMP, creatinine mildly elevated at 1.11 otherwise WNL.
